Thlrd Sunday in Ordinary Time

Pastoral Reflection

In today’s first reading from the book of Nehemiah,
a crowd of Judeans has gathered to hear Ezra, a priest,
read to them from the book of the law. This was not just
any gathering, and this was not just any day. These
Judeans had recently returned to their homeland, a land
long ago promised to them by God. They had returned to
Jerusalem, their beloved city. They had returned as survi-
vors of a national trauma—survivors of exile to a foreign
land, survivors of a social disbanding, survivors of a threat
to their very identity as a people.

As Ezra read God'’s law, the people “listened atten-

tively” (Neh. 8:3). They could see the actual scroll as Ezra
held it up high from his landing on a wooden platform. And
in response, the people themselves stood up. They raised
their hands in the air. They shouted “Amen!” And then they
bowed down low before the Lord. Their faces touched the
ground as they listened to the sacred Word. They wept.

This scene described in Nehemiah witnesses to the power
of God's Word to speak fo, to unite, and to rally us as a
people—a people who have experienced our own exile and
foss. We are not these ancient people of God; we have not
suffered what they suffered. But we've had our own experi-
ences. Two years of pandemic have taken their toll on us.
Our communities, our parishes, our families, and, in some
cases, even our bodies have been traumatized—
disruption, separation, loss, and worry. As a people and as
individuals, we will never be the same.

indeed, the crowd that gathered before Ezra may even be
hard for us to imagine, given our current circumstances.
We wonder how close to one another they were standing;
we imagine them bumping into each other and calling out
to Ezra with lusty shouts; we see them standing in jam-
packed spaces for hours on end as the law was read. That
robust picture of human community seems so far away
from us now, and yet we look forward to the day when
gathenng is once again who we are and what we do.

Reflexion Pastoral

En la primera lectura de hoy del libro de Nehemias, una multitud de judios se reunié para escuchar a Esdras, un sacerdote,
leerles el libro de la ley. Esta no era una reunion cualquiera, y este no era un dia cualquiera. Estos judios habian regresado
recientemente a su tierra natal, una tierra que Dios les prometié hace mucho tiempo. Habian regresado a Jerusalén, su ciu-
dad amada. Habian regresado como sobrevivientes de un trauma nacional: sobrevivientes del exilio a una tierra extranjera,
sobrevivientes de una disolucion social, sobrevivientes de una amenaza a su propia identidad como pueblo.

Mientras Esdras leia la ley de Dios, el pueblo “escuch¢ atentamente” (Neh. 8:3). Podian ver el pergamino real mientras Ezra
lo sostenia en lo alto desde su aterrizaje en una plataforma de madera. Y en respuesta, la gente misma se puso de pie. Le-
vantaron sus manos en el aire. Gritaron “jAmeén!” Y luego se inclinaron profundamente ante el Sefior. Sus rostros tocaron el
suelo mientras escuchaban la Palabra sagrada. Ellos lloraron

Esta escena descrita en Nehemias da testimonio del poder de la Palabra de Dios para hablamos, unimos y unirmnos como
pueblo, un pueblo que ha experimentado nuestro propio exilio y pérdida. No somos este antiguo pueblo de Dios; no hemos
sufrido lo que ellos sufrieron. Pero hemos tenido nuestras propias experiencias. Dos afios de pandemia nos han pasado
factura. Nuestras comunidades, nuestras parroquias, nuestras familias y, en algunos casos, incluso nuestros cuerpos han
sido fraumatizados: interrupcién, separacion, pérdida y preocupacion. Como pueblo y como individuos, nunca seremos los
mismos.

De hecho, la multitud que se reunié ante Ezra puede incluso ser dificil de imaginar para nosotros, dadas nuestras circun-
stancias actuales. Nos preguntamos cuén cerca estaban el uno del otro; los imaginamos chocando entre si y llamando a
Ezra con fuertes gritos; los vemos de pie en espacios abarrotados durante horas y horas mientras se lee la ley. Esa imagen
solida de la comunidad humana parece tan lejana ahora y, sin embargo, esperamos con ansias el dia en que la reunion sea
una vez mas Eo que somos y lo que hacemos
