The Jubilee is a tradiƟon rooted in the faith of the 

people of God. It originated in 1300 when Pope Boni-

face VIII responded to a request for complete for-

giveness of sins. Central to the Jubilee is the pilgrim-

age and the Opening of the Holy Doors.  

This year’s Jubilee, and the closing of the Holy Doors, 

ends on the Feast of the Epiphany, 2026. If you have-

n’t had a chance to make a Pilgrimage and gain the 

graces associated with it, please make an effort to do 

so before this Jubilee Year ends.  

Some local Jubilee designated churches include: 

St. Catherine’s of Alexandria, Temecula; St. Francis of 
Rome, Wildomar; St. Christopher, Moreno Valley; St. 
Francis de Sales, Riverside; St. Andrew Newman Cen-
ter, Riverside; Our Lady of Guadalupe, San Bernardi-
no; and Our Lady of the Rosary Cathedral, San Ber-

nardino. 

A Pilgrimage, and the indulgences associated with it, 

consist of visiƟng one of the designated Jubilee 

Churches and aƩending: AdoraƟon (and offering 

prayers for the Holy Father’s intenƟons),  Confession, 

and aƩending Mass.
